There are so many great things about living in Salt Lake! I love how 
close it is to anything you want to do outdoors. There are also tons of 
great restaurants, bars, parks, and shopping. I really like to go to 
Sugarhouse Park, which is about 5-10 minutes south of campus. 
Outside of lab, I go hiking, skiing, camping, and hang out with friends. 
One of my quarantine activities has been learning photography, and I've 
really enjoyed picking it up! In the summer, I like hiking in the 
cottonwood canyons, which is about a 30 minute drive, but for a 
weekend going to a national park is easy and only a couple of hours by 
car.

If I'm looking for a good dinner, I will often go to Sawadee (Thai), Cafe 
Shambala (Tibetan), or Pie Pizzeria (pizza place with both traditional 
and specialty pizzas) - all are close and very affordable! One of my 
favorite cultural spots is the Utah Symphony, which has fantastic 
performances and often has student discounts! I am also looking 
forward to all of the cultural fairs (Greek Festival, Italian Festival, etc.) 
when COVID is gone.

Having lived in SLC for most of my life, I’ve been able to see the city develop 
over the years while still maintaining the outdoorsy and “small-city” vibe that 
made me fall in love with it growing up. I honestly think that the city is at a 
great point in its continuing development and right now is the ideal time to 
move here, especially for young adults and professionals. 

The city has a lot of great places to live in; personally, I grew up in the Liberty 
Park/9th & 9th area, moved to the Trolley Square neighborhood for the start of 
graduate school and currently live in the Downtown area. My current cost of 
living in Downtown with another graduate student in the program is ~900 
dollars a month for a 2 bedroom apartment and all the utilities. The U is about 
a 10-15 minute drive or 30 minute commute through TRAX, which are the two 
forms of transportation that I alternate between.

I’ve found that each area offers something unique in terms of community and 
accessibility, which has made living in SLC a ton of fun. Given the relatively 
small size of the city, it’s also really easy to go explore other neighborhoods 
outside of your own! Pre-COVID I loved going out and exploring different 
coffee shops and restaurants around the city (shoutout to Three Pines Coffee 
and Eva’s Bakery, which are conveniently right next door to each other). I also 
spend a fair amount of time hiking and running on the trails around the City 
Creek and Emigration Canyon areas (socially distant right now, of course). 
SLC and Utah also have various other events and spots to offer from the 
Sundance Film Festival to the Pioneer Park Farmers Markets to the incredible 
ski resorts to all the national parks and too many other things to list (though 
feel free to reach out and ask me about everything that’s going on around the 
city!). I thoroughly hope that you all join the program and get to experience 
and enjoy the incredible city that Salt Lake is!

1. World-class research
Utah is a recognized leader in many areas of Molecular, Cellular & Chemical Biology. For example, gene mapping and 

gene knockout/replacement were both developed here, making Utah a center for gene discovery and functional 
analysis.  Bioscience faculty member, Mario Cappecchi won the Nobel Prize in Physiology and Medicine 2007 for 
his pioneering work discovering principles to knockout genes in mice.

canyons, and deserts. The Bonneville Shoreline Trail cuts right through campus. Utah is home to Monument 
Valley, Lake Powell, and five spectacular National Parks: Bryce Canyon, Arches, Canyonlands, Capitol Reef and 
Zion. An array of canyon roads offers wonderful opportunities for road cycling. Mountain Bike Trails, Rock 
Climbing, Indoor Climbing, Hiking Trails

Salt Lake City has a nationally recognized symphony, dance companies, theater, and Utah Jazz basketball. The 

internationally renowned Sundance Film Festival occurs annually in Park City. Various cultural festivals 
throughout the year offer inexpensive opportunities to enjoy food, entertainment, and art.

Downtown
The heart of the revitalized Salt Lake is found downtown, where a clean and 
bustling scene bursting with shops, restaurants and nightlife hotspots serves as 
the center of your Salt Lake experience. Downtown Salt Lake is full of 
unexpected surprises, with a steady stream of art gallery hops and festivals, a 
ripe and juicy Downtown Farmers Market and chic adventures awaiting on 
the Ski City Downtown Bar Crawl Challenge. Getting around Salt Lake’s 
downtown is a breeze, with state-of-the-art public transit available or the 
ultramodern GREENbike SLC bike-sharing program.

The Avenues

Capitol Hill
But there are plenty of other treats for your eyes (and camera!) from Capitol Hill, with 
an architecturally diverse array of gothic and Victorian homes, world-class hiking and 
biking on the Bonneville Shoreline Trail, and even restaurants that let you dine on the 
roof while enjoying the incomparable views.

Central City (Liberty Park, 9th & 9th, 15th & 15th)
Central City is where a college town vibe combines with family-friendly flair with an 
eclectic set of attractions for everyone—including dogs. Outdoor attractions are 
highlighted by the off-leash, dog-friendly Herman Franks Park, the outdoor art museum 
elegance of the Gilgal Sculpture Garden, and the playground, picnicking and pools of 
the spacious Liberty Park. Central City serves as the forefront of Salt Lake’s ethnic 
food renaissance with a range of international cuisine options, and a headquarters for 
mountain, hiking and biking enthusiasts with lots of shops to help gear you up for 
extreme sports.

University/Foothill
There’s a true college town energy in the University/Foothill neighborhood, home of 
the esteemed University of Utah campus and 30,000 of the coolest college kids you’ll 
ever meet. The clubs, bars and restaurants mix a college and professional vibe; 
vintage and indie shops preserve a counterculture beat; and art museums, arboretums 
and theaters make University/Foothill one of Salt Lake’s can’t-miss cultural hubs.

Sugar House
One of Salt Lake’s oldest neighborhoods has been sweetened up with a 21st century 
wave of vanguard shops, restaurants and condos, but the Sugar House District still 
retains Salt Lake’s artisan flair. Sugar House remains the epicenter of the “shop locally” 
movement, with a diverse, eclectic lineup of art galleries, bookstores and boutiques in 
its now-booming business district. The centerpiece of the neighborhood is the 
breathtaking and scenic Sugar House Park, 110 acres of gorgeous rolling hills packed 
with bike trails, lakes and forest, all surrounded by spectacular views of the majestic 
Wasatch Mountains.
